The Commission on Membership
Alpha Phi Omega Fraternity

I write in representation of Dominador Estrada, whose complaint against
the petition for chartering as a collegiate chapter of certain students of
Manila Law College, pends in your Commission. I also write in my own
behalf as a member of the Upsilon Chapter.

In particular, I wish to call the attention of the Commission that Manila
Law College and the Philippine College of Criminology are essentially one
single educational institution, owned and operated by the Educators, Inc.
Both colleges share a common campus located in Sales Street, Sta. Cruz,
Manila. In point of fact, Manila Law College occupies but a single floor in
the PCCr-Manila Law building. Such being the case, and in accordance with
time-honored policy of the Fraternity of authorizing only one chapter in
one campus, no charter can be issued to Manila Law College separate and
distinct from Upsilon's (which is sited in the same campus). A contrary
suggestion would allow the establishment of different independent
chapters within the confines of the same educational institution. Withal, it
would be ridiculous in the extreme to grant a charter to the FEU Institute of
Accounts separate and distinct from the Alpha Chapter itself.

Article X of the Code of By-Laws is explicit upon this point:

"Section 2. Collegiate Chapters

(a) Chapters may be based on college, university or univeristy system;
Provided, however, that if a charter has been granted to a college
or university, no other charter may be granted to any other
college within the same campus unless with the written consent of the
existing chapter; and Provided, finally, that a charter granted to either a
fraternity or sorority chapter shall follow the designation of the fraternity or
sorority chapter first chartered in the same campus, college or university."
